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I n the summer of 1965, 

when you knew everyone 

in Vancouver that owned a 

Corvette, Laurie Craig got a 

group of them together for a 

few runs and picnics.  Later 

they decided to form a club 

with sponsorship from Man-

der Chevrolet in North Van-

couver who supplied jackets 

to the original members.  In 

1966, the constitution was 

drawn up and registered in 

Victoria, sending the Club on 

its way.  About this time we 

started hearing of the West-

ern States Corvette Council, 

a group of clubs from San 

Diego to Seattle and from 

L.A. to Denver.  We joined 

this council in 1967, the year 

of the greatest Corvette ever 

produced.  We started going 

to autocrosses put on by 

sports car clubs and had a 

concourse for club members.  

Meetings were very well at-

tended.  One talented mem-

ber would arrange for ladies 

from womenõs dorms to go 

to parties with us after the 

meetings.  Two of our first 

American members would 

drive up every two weeks 

from Bellingham for the 

meetings. 

Hillclimb racing was an-

other sport that at least four 

of our members competed in 

regularly in the Pacific 

Northwest and B.C. areas.  

The big event of the year was 

the annual hillclimb at 

Kelowna each spring and 

most of the members at-

tended to watch the action 

and join in on the parties. 

In õ68, thirty of us at-

tended our first Corvette 

Convention in Portland 

where we had a great time 

meeting people from all 

over the western states.  

Conventions soon became 

the second big event each 

year and in 1969, 20 mem-

bers in 12 ôVettes went to 

San Diego with a big for the 

1970 WSCC Convention to 

be held in Vancouver.  We 

set up a hospitality room 

with an ice filled bath tub 

stocked with Canadian beer 

and a Texas mickey of C.C. 

all weekend.  Our b9dwas 

accepted and the work 

started when we returned 

home.  A membership drive 

brought the club count into 

the 90õs.  The 1970 WSCC 

Convention, the only one 

held outside of the USA, was 

a huge success, with people 

still talking about the con-

course.  The cars were car-

ried to the main ballroom of 

the Hotel Vancouver by ele-

vator.  About 400 cars at-

tended the Convention from 

as far away as New Mexico 

and Colorado.  The rallye 

went from downtown Van-

couver to Squamish and back 

to Stanley Park.  The auto-

cross was held at the BCIT 

parking lot on a red-hot day.
